The expression 'members of the armed forces' also
covers such employees of the armed forces as barbers, carpenters, mechanics, cooks,
chowkidars, bootmakers, tailors who are non-combatants.

Statement 2 is Incorrect. The power to make laws under Article 33 is conferred only on
Parliament and not on state legislatures. Accordingly, the Parliament has enacted the Army
Act (1950), the Navy Act (1950), the Air Force Act (1950), the Police Forces (Restriction of
Rights) Act, 1966, the Border Security Force Act and so on.

Statement 3 is correct. Any law made by Parliament

under Article 33 cannot be challenged in any court on the ground of contravention of any of
the fundamental rights. A parliamentary law can also exclude the court martial from the writ
jurisdiction of the Supreme Court and the high courts, so far as the enforcement of
Fundamental Rights is concerned.

o Article 368 in Part XX of the Constitution deals with the powers of Parliament to amend the
Constitution and its procedure.
Option 1 is correct. President has no veto power in respect of a constitutional amendment bill
nor the President can return the bill for reconsideration of the Parliament. The 24th
Constitutional Amendment Act of 1971 made it obligatory for the President to give his assent
to a constitutional amendment bill.
Option 2 is incorrect. Both elected and nominated members of parliament are empowered to
consider and take final decisions on the question of amendments. The bill must be passed in
each House by a special majority, that is, a majority of the total membership of the House
and a majority of two-thirds of the members of the House present and voting.
Option 3 is correct. The Judiciary cannot initiate the process of constitutional amendment.
The judiciary has the power to interpret the acts and rules. Article 13 declares that all laws
that are inconsistent with or in derogation of any of the fundamental rights shall be void. In
other words, it expressively provides for the doctrine of judicial review. This power has been
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conferred on the Supreme Court (Article 32) and the high courts (Article 226) that can declare
a law unconstitutional and invalid on the ground of contravention of any of the Fundamental
Rights. Thus, it can effectively change the Constitution by interpreting it differently.
Option 4 is incorrect. Article 368 in Part XX of the Constitution deals with the powers of
Parliament to amend the Constitution and its procedure. It states thatthe Parliament may
amend a provision of the Constitution in accordance with the procedure laid down for the
purpose. However, the Parliament cannot amend those provisions which form the 'basic
structure' of the Constitution. This was ruled by the Supreme Court in the Kesavananda
Bharati case (1973).

Statement 2 is correct. The mutual delegation of administrative functions may be conditional
or unconditional.

Statement 3 is incorrect. The Constitution also makes a provision for the entrustment of the
executive functions of the Centre to a state without the consent of that state. But, in this
case, the delegation is by the Parliament and not by the president.
